An individual experiencing homelessness was working hard towards their goal to secure employment and
save up for an apartment. Unfortunately, reliable transportation was a constant issue. With United Way’s
help, the cost of taxi rides was covered up to $20 per one-way which allowed this individual more
opportunities to attended interviews. The individual eventually secured a job and Ride United was there
once again, helping them get to work every day. Eventually the individual saved enough money to move
out of shelter. 

Ride United has helped 100’s of low-income riders access life changing resources such as employment,
food and education resources, health care, and mental health care.
